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Medium term planner – Unique Greeks






Title and duration: Unique Greeks; 6 weeks





Year group: Year 5: 





Description: We will travel back in time to the Ancient Greeks to complete a challenge laid down by Prince Xerxes. The children will study the differences between Athens and Sparta; the soldiers and methods of fighting; myths, religion and the Olympic Games. The children will experience life in ancient Greece through workshops provided by the amazing Rainbow Theatre; creating myths and legends and performing them to the year group and becoming archaeologists uncovering relics.








Hook: There will be a role-play in which Prince Xerxes will perform to the year group and challenge the children to spy on Greece. 





Quality Texts: 


Greek Myths and Legends including Medusa, Theseus and the Minotaur. 





Learning value 1: 


Collaborative  - Children will work together to design, create and evaluate a Greek Temple.











Art – Talking textiles – children produce a template depicting a Greek Myth which they print onto textiles and decorate using sewing techniques.  We will take a look at Greek pottery and design and create our own pots. 


DT - Temple Challenge – children research Ancient Greeks temples then go on to design and build their own temple.  The temples are then tested for strength using dictionaries!








Relationships  - children are taught how to manage relationships which is linked to the Greek city states.








History – Greeks


Children to compare the city states and the roles of people within them.


 The children will study the differences between Athens and Sparta; the soldiers and methods of fighting; myths, religion and the Olympic Games.











Literacy: 


Myths and Legends (link to Greek Myths and Legends).


They will look at Greek Myths and write descriptions to go with these. Then in small groups they will plan and invent their own myth. This will be performed as a short play to end the unit.
