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Medium term planner – The Lost Worlds







Title and duration: Lost Worlds 4 Weeks 





Year group: 5





Description: The children will start with a study of where and when the first civilizations (Indus Valley, Egypt, China and Sumeria) appeared. This study will include placing these in chronological order and putting them on a world map. The children will investigate life during these time periods and their lasting legacies. This will be followed by an in depth study of Ancient Sumeria. This theme will be taught through an enquiry based approach where they will study the impact of the Sumerians on our culture today.





Hook: Children will work towards and prepare for an ‘Explorers’ day.

The children will be taking a closer look at their own and others cultures. They will think about the similarities they share and differences they may have. The children will develop their speaking and listening skills through Philosophical discussions using the P4C approach. 











Geography:


Mapping – using Atlases to locate the ancient civilizations on a world map.


Children will investigate the influence that physical geography had on the development of these civilisations. 











History:


Ancient Civilizations
